【2009北美學者訪問團臺灣之行】


二〇〇九年國際華語特會之前，來自北美各地的學者學人聖徒及學者福音服事者共40餘人，抵達臺北桃園機場，開始了爲期一周（1/19~24）的臺灣衆召會訪問相調。

Wed, 2/4: More gospel time; this time our group was at a train station. Then we attended a YP high school graduation =). After lunch, we waved a teary goodbye to the saints in Ansan and arrived at FTTS (about an hour away)...guess what? more singing and clapping and excited saints to see us! 





Thu. 2/5: Up at 5 to join with the FTTS schedule for the day. Gospel teams went to different campuses and busy streets to set up gospel tents (GT), which house small tables with ministry materials. More corporate fruit =D. Minimal effort, just abiding in the corporate Vine. ��Fri, 2/6: Same as 2/5, except went to bed at 8 PM to get ready for the SURVIVAL TRAINING. We were woken up at 12 AM, dressed for cold weather (~10-15 degrees F), and split up into teams of 6. Each team was given a map, a compass, some flashlights, and safety gear. We were dropped off in unknown locations and had to find our way to the end destination in three hours. This is part of the FTTS curriculum (they have this annually). How else, the leading brothers exhorted us, will we learn how to preach the gospel in places like rural Africa?





Sat, 2/7: Rested. ��LD, 2/8: Lord's Table in Yonging (close to Seoul), then major gospel time with the saints in Seoul District 3. One hour for prayer, one hour for gospel tent (and singing and tracts and leading people to call) time, 1 hour for coordina-tion and fellowship. The local saints do this twice a week. ��Mon, 2/9: Some last minute shopping at the FTTS store; I got my dad 'God-man' socks =). Then all of us got presents from the saints, so all the brothers got 5 pairs of God-man socks each! We left FTTS after lunch, again teary-eyed, again singing with all the young saints, our fellow trainees. Back to the airport to go home. ��We've been greatly humbled by this trip, I believe. Though I have heard of these localities before, I would never have known that such a precious portion of the Body existed halfway around the globe. So many excellent patterns of living have been set before us, of choosing the Lord over so many things. Now the FTTA is starting again (I just had my interview), and I hope I can remember by the Lord's grace to take care of the new sisters living in our house (including my new roommate!). But every portion of the Body that we receive is for us, for you, for the growth of the Body unto the building up of itself in love. May this report encourage you to continually remain in the divine history, to be part of the corporate continuation of the book of Acts on the earth!

FTTA Gospel Trip Update at Korean and Taiwan

Dear saints, ��Praise the Lord for gospel trips! To all of you who also participated in this gospel trip either by giving or by praying or both, thank the Lord for your vital portion! Where we go, the whole Body goes with us. And the Lord was really with us during this awesome and sweet time.


Ok, here's what happened (I apologize for the length; the important parts are in bold)...


Wed-Fri, 1/21-23: We set out from Anaheim to Taipei (14 of us on team Korea). In addition, the trainees going to Japan, the Philippines, Hong Kong, and Taiwan would also be with us for this first week or so in Taiwan. About 65 of us total. Preached the gospel and handed out tracts on the way. Stayed with the FTTT trainees at Taipei Hall 3 -- we were met with singing, clapping, and a line of trainees going from the bus stop all the way into the meeting hall!


Sat, 1/24: Blending meeting that morning with... FTTA and FTTB! AKA the full-time training in Bangkok, Thailand! (The FTTB had also come to stay at Hall 3.) Because the saints in China can't have a public FTT, many Chinese saints travel to Thailand where they are allowed to stay for long periods of time to attend the FTTB. Native Thai saints attend, too. Translation during the meeting into English, Chinese, and Thai. 


LD, 1/25: To Ling-Ko stadium for the 2009 International Chinese-Speaking Conference (ICSC); seated among 21,000 saints, including about 500 from China and FTTB!) who have not met with the saints in Taiwan like this for 60 years. Bro. Minoru Chen gave the first message on 'The Continuation of the Book of Acts', then we had the Lord's Table. Glorious. Later, visted Shing-Ji Da Lo building (please ask me for more details) and had a��








Love feast with Taipei Hall 34 that evening.





Mon, 1/26: The night before, all 3 FTTs stayed up until almost 12 rehearsing how to sing 'God Has Called Us for His Purpose' (1st stanza) and '2008 Winter Training Banner Song' in both English and Chinese, as well as walking on- and off-stage. After the second message, presented it (search 'full-time trainee' on Youtube for videos); then watched hundreds of young people stand up to consecrate themselves to come to the full-time training. Hallelujah!





Tue, 1/27: Last two messages; then we had FTT overflow that evening and bro. Ron shared with us concerning our need for a 'deep root system' in God. Also visited the National Palace Museum, and passed out more tracts.





Wed, 1/28: FTTA and FTTB hopped onto buses which took us to the Middle-Age FTTT training center and Taiwan’s  new Blending Conference Center. Arrived in Kaohsiung in time for dinner and another train of dear saints lined up from the street to the meeting hall singing and cheering! 





Thu, 1/29: Had two blending meetings to introduce the campus work in Kaohsiung and the FTTA, and at the end a number of YP in Kaohsiung consecrated themselves to the Lord and to the training (click here for pic). Afterwards all of us went out in twos to preach the gospel in the park and on the streets of downtown Kaohsiung; I got to preach the gospel in Chinese several times and lead one girl to call on the Lord. In the evening we had a gospel meeting, eight called on the Lord, and three were baptized!





Fri, 1/30: Toured Kaohsiung, had dinner by the Love River, and the saints waved us goodbye when our bus departed at 11:45 PM. Arrived at the airport in Taipei at 4 AM, spent the rest of the night there.


�Sat, 1/31: Arrived in Ansan, Korea (a campus town like Ann Arbor =D), where we had dinner with the saints and met our hospitality. My family gave us their master bed while they slept on the floor with their young 14-month-old in the next room! (note: Korean floors are heated) Turns out this generous hospitality is very normal for the saints in Korea. This is why blending is so important. 





LD, 2/1: Corporate Lord's Table in Ansan, where we trainees spoke from the ICSC conference. Later, we went to the beach, ate at our first traditional- style Korean restaurant (everyone sits on the floor), and blended with the saints. 





Mon, 2/2: First day of preaching the gospel on campus! A Caucasian sister from the FTTA, a full-time sister from Ansan, and I led one of her new ones to call on the Lord; then we talked to her at length about baptism. That night at the home meeting, sister Eun-Soo was baptized! Praise the  Lord for a fruit born through the Body!





Tue, 2/3: Visited the War Memorial of Korea and  Changdeokgung (see Google), passed out more tracts and��
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
