7.   本週操練詩歌補充本第9首，Hymn ＃1100
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信徒是光明的子女，（弗五8）是神的兒女，（約壹1）他現在不再是外人，而是父神家裏的人了。在家裏面應該要有家裏面的樣子，你是父神的兒女，你對於罪應該有認識，你對於罪應該有父神那樣的態度。父怎樣看罪，你也要怎樣看罪。認罪是神的兒女在他父的家裏向罪表示父所有的態度。父怎樣定罪為罪，他也怎樣定罪為罪；父對於罪是甚麼態度，他對於罪也是甚麼態度。一個神的兒女若犯了罪，必須定罪為罪，像我們的父一樣。


我們如果這樣承認自己的罪，那麼，『神是信實的，是公義的，必要赦免我們的罪，洗淨我們一切的不義。』因為『神是信實的，』祂對於祂自己的話，對於祂自己應許不能不守信，不能不兌現；並且祂『是公義的，』祂對於祂自己的工作，對於祂兒子在十字架上的救贖，不能不滿足，不能不算數。祂有了應迕，不能不赦免；祂有了救贖，不能不赦免。祂是信實的，祂是公義的，祂不能不赦免我們的罪，不能不洗淨我們的不義。


我們要注意約翰壹書第一章裏面的兩個『一切。』（7，9。）『一切的罪，』『一切的不義，』完全赦免了，也完全洗淨了。這是主所作的事。主說一，切就是十切，千萬不要把它改變了。祂說一切的罪，就是一切的罪，不只是信主之前所犯的罪，也不只是已往所犯的一切罪，祂都赦免了，乃是一切的罪祂都赦免了。


在父那裏有一位中保　


約壹二章一節說，『我小子們哪，我將這些話寫給你們，是要叫你們不犯罪。』『這些話』是

我們得救以後是不應該再犯罪的…可是，基督徒也有犯罪的可能，因為我們還在肉身之中，如果不是隨從聖靈而行，如果不是活在生命裏，就隨時隨地有犯罪的可能...『若有人犯罪，』怎麼辦呢？如果一個基督徒不小心，不幸犯了罪，『偶然被過犯所勝，』那怎麼辦呢？要怎樣纔能回到神的面前來恢復與神的交通呢？


第一件事必須看見：當主耶穌釘死在十字架的時候，祂擔當了我們一切的罪。主耶穌在十字架上替我們擔當的，是包括了所有的罪。我們一生所犯的罪，不論是已過的。現在的和將的，主在十字架上完全替我們擔當了。


需要認罪


認罪的意思就是站在神的一邊來定罪為罪。在這裏有三方面：神、我、罪。神和罪在兩頭，我在中間。甚麼叫作犯罪？犯罪就是我和罪在一起，我離開了神。我一犯罪，我就與神離開。我和罪在一起，我就沒有方法和神在一起。亞當一犯罪，就立刻躲避神，不敢見神的面。（創三8。）歌羅西一章二十一節也說，『你們從前與神隔絕，因著惡行，心裏與祂為敵。』犯罪使你與神隔絕。甚麼叫作認罪呢？認罪就是回到神的一邊來，承認剛纔所行的是罪。我現在回到神這一邊來了，我不和罪在一起了，我站在罪的對面，定罪為罪；這個就叫作認罪。所以，必須在光中行走，對於罪有深的感覺、深的痛恨的人，纔能有真的認罪；至於那種對於罪沒有感覺的，以犯罪認罪為家常便飯的人，他們只是有口無心的承認一下，那就根本不能算是認罪。


一個信徒犯了罪，在他裏面立刻感覺不安，好像有一根剌。這不安就是聖靈的工作。這時候，他就應該跟著聖靈的工作，承認罪是罪。

指著我們的罪怎樣憑著神的應許和神的工作，都赦免了、洗淨了說的。約翰將這些話寫給我們，是要叫我們不犯罪，是要叫我們因著看見主赦免我們這麼多的罪，所以我們不犯罪。不是因著得赦免的緣故，而放膽去犯罪，乃是反而不犯罪。


下面說，『若有人犯罪，在父那裏我們有一位中保，就；是那義者耶穌基督。』在父那裏，這是在家庭裏的事，這是得救以後的事；我們已經相信了，我們乃是神許多兒女中的一個。我們在父那裏有一位中保，就是那義者耶穌基督，『祂為我們的罪作了挽回祭。』因著主耶穌死的緣故，祂為我們的罪作了挽回祭，祂在父那裏，作我們的中保。這些話，乃是對基督徒說的。


所以，如果你不幸犯了罪，千萬不要灰心，千萬不要躺在罪裏，千萬不要繼續在罪裏。你犯了罪，第一件事應該在神面前承認你自己的罪。神說這是罪，你也說這是罪；神說這是不應該的，你也說這是不應該的。你求神赦免你的罪，你就看見，神能彀赦免你的罪，這樣，你與神的交通就立刻恢復。


一個神的兒女犯了罪，如果不承認，如果繼續在那個罪裏，他在神面前就失去了交通，他與神沒有交通。他在良心裏有一個漏洞，他在神面前就爬不起來。也許他也能與神交通，但是他要覺得這個交通不暢快，他要覺得痛苦。比方說，一個孩子在外面作了一作不好的事，回到家裏去，只要父親不與他說話，他在家裏就覺得味道不對，他不能與父親有親密的交通，他知道在裏面有了間隔，這就是失去交通的痛苦。


恢復的路只有一條，就是我們到神面前去承認我們的罪，並且也相信主耶穌基督已經作了我們的中保，已經擔當了我們一切的罪。我們要在神面前謙卑的承認我們的失敗、我們的不行；仰望主叫我們下一次走在路上的時候，能彀不驕傲、不隨便，能彀學習在那裏看見，我們不比任何人好，在任何的地方，都有跌倒的可能，求神憐憫我們，叫我們一步一步的往前去。這樣一認罪，我們在神面前就立刻恢復了交通，已往所失去的喜樂和平安也都回來了。


最後，我們還是要說，基督徒不應該犯罪。犯罪是一件叫我們受痛苦、受虧損的事。但願神憐憫我們，保守我們，使我們在與神不斷的交通中，一直往前去！          〈摘自初信造就〉
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ancillary effects of sin and even deal with them, but they are not willing to come to terms with sin itself. True repentance is to turn back to God. 


The Confession of Sins


To confess is to speak and open up. Romans 10:10 makes this clear: “With the heart there is believing unto righteousness and with the mouth there is confession unto salvation.” Believing takes place with the heart and is unto righteousness while confession is with the mouth and is unto salvation. Confession brings in salvation. If we want to get on the road to recovery, we need to confess our sins sincerely, saying, “Lord, I am very sorry. I have committed this sin. I recognize that it is sin. It is not just my weakness. It is not just my mistake. It is a sin against You.”


Confession is the opposite of hiding. To confess is to speak and to acknowledge that we have sinned. Speaking about our sin through confession has a healthy healing effect. All our intense internal sentiments and feelings require some kind of outward expression. This is the reason that a person who is tense, pent up, or grieved may sometimes need to “cry it out” in order to find some relief. Applying this spiritually, we may say that the intense pain of guilt requires that we confess our sins.


Our Repentance and Confession issue in Our Asking for God’s Goal - Zion


All of us have had failures. We may have a terrible history, perhaps even after coming into the church. Regardless of how terrible our history may be, our future is to be a member of Zion. It is not because of ourselves. If we were to ask David how he became a member of Zion, he might reply, “It has nothing to do with me. I have a terrible history, but by God’s grace I am here.” We all will have the same testimony. We all are terrible, but we are washed in the blood of the Lamb, which makes us as white as snow. In Zion we will not sing about our own achievements; we will sing the song of the Lamb (Rev. 15:3) …Look up! Do not just look into yourself. Our future, our destiny, is Zion. We are God-men who have a Christian life that is one with God’s purpose. God has not destined us to perdition; 1 Thessalonians 5:23 assures us that He will sanctify us wholly and that our spirit, soul, and body will be preserved complete, without blame at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. We should all have the faith that the Lord will bring us though. Let Zion fill our sight and fill our hope. If we are continually looking up to Zion, we will all make it. Psalm 51 Being Beautiful in Expressing the Repentance of a Sinner


Psalm 51 is a very beautiful to all of us who realize that we are sinners. The background of this psalm is the committing of a terrible sin, and it is sung by the one who committed that terrible sin. Only a sinner could compose such a psalm; only a sinner could utter such words. The realization that we are sinners is what makes salvation beautiful. We have all received grace, the gospel of our salvation, not as angels but as sinners. Only sinner can utter such praises; angels cannot. Angels may exalt Christ, but they cannot praise God as their Savior. They could never express such thanksgiving for being forgiven or sing a psalm as deep, moving, and beautiful as this psalm of repentance. Stanza 4 of Hymns, #113says, “Though angels may with rapture see/How mercy flows in Jesus’ blood, /It is not theirs to prove, as we, / The cleansing virtue of this flood.” If you were to ask the angels concerning the experience of forgiveness and repentance, they would reply, “We do not know what it means to be forgiven, because we have never sinned.” Only we sinners can touch the depths of what it means to be forgiven. This is why the Lord said concerning the sinful woman, “Her sins which are many are forgiven, because she loved much; but to whom little is forgiven, he loves little” (Luke 7:47). Whoever is forgiven much, loves much. We love the Lord not only because He is lovely objectively but also because He loved us even while we were yet sinners. Therefore, such a terrible act of sin could become the background for such a beautiful psalm as Psalm 51.


Ephesians 2:10 says, “We are His masterpiece, created in Christ Jesus for good works.” The Greek word for masterpiece here is poiema, indicating that we are God’s poem. This poem is composed of sinners who were once dead in offenses and sins (v.1). By His grace, God is able to make sinners His masterpiece. The subject of Romans, as the gospel of God, is to make sinners sons of God to constitute the Body of Christ, which is expressed as the local churches. God is not making angel, good people, or even righteous people His sons. Rather, it is sinners who are made sons of God. The regeneration and transformation of sinners into sons of God constitutes a form of praise that is higher than any angel could utter. “To the only wise God through Jesus Christ, to Him is the glory forever and ever. Amen” (Rom. 16:27). Our praise would not be so sweet if it were not sung by forgiven sinners. (Opening word of brother Andrew Yu, Message 9, Summer Training 2011) 





The Repentance from Sins


To repent is to turn. The first thing we need to do to recover from a sin is to turn. The sin-hiding activities do not help us to recover from sin. When we turn, three things happen. First, we see ourselves. Psalm 51:3 says, “I do know my transgressions, / And my sin is before me continually.” By seeing ourselves, we come to terms with our sin and no longer hide from it. To see ourselves is to see our sin for what it is – sin.


Second, we see our sin as God sees it. To see our sin and ourselves is one thing, but to see our sin as God sees it is quite another. This will cause us to fully embrace the truth of the matter as God sees it. Once we have committed a sin, there is no way to move beyond it except by working through it and exposing it. We must externalize it. In verse 5 David says, “Behold, I was brought forth in iniquity, / And in sin did my mother conceive me.” This word is akin to saying, “Lord, I am no longer blaming my sin on anyone else. I am not blaming it on my mother or on my father. I am not blaming it on my childhood or on anything else. I am simply a sinner.”


“Against You and You alone have I sinned, / And I have done what is evil in Your sight” (v.4). David’s sin resulted in terrible things for the people affected by it, yet in this verse he writes that it is only against God that he has sinned. This can be explained only from the standpoint of our experience. When we sin, we feel regret. Before man, our sins cause us to feel exposed under a bright light, but when we come before the Lord, that same sin will make us feel that we are under an intense, exposing light beyond the brightness of the sun. By comparison, it feels almost as if the only person that we have sinned against is God Himself. This realization is repentance. It is to enter into the divine light of God and say, “Lord, this is what I am.”


Third, we turn to God. Verse 1 says, “Be gracious to me, O God.” In such a prayer, we confront God face to face. “Do not cast me from Your presence.” (v.11). When we sin, it is very easy to try to hide from God. To do so is to be like someone who knows that he has cancer, yet out of fear, he purposely avoids doctors and medical examinations. Repentance is to turn back to the Lord Himself.


When we turn, we are dealing not merely with the ancillary effects of sin, but we are getting to the root of sin. The root of sin is our independence from God. Becoming independent from God was man’s first sin (Gen. 3:6).  When we turn to God, we deal with the problem of sin from its root. Human beings are ready and willing to embrace all the consequences and 
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
